We put an 
initiative together for Jackson Ward to combat the burglaries and since 
it started on April 18th we haven’t had any.  We did have one at 11 W. 
Broad this week but were able to make an apprehension.  Please 
consider a security survey for your business or home which can be 
obtained by contacting the Crime Prevention Unit at 646-6754.

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Significant Arrests 
 
04/03 – A citizen called to report that he had just encountered someone 
breaking in to his home at 402 W. Clay St.  The citizen struck the suspect 
several times with a baseball bat and chased him out of his home.  He was able 
to give a great description of the suspect and he was apprehended at 2nd & 
Leigh just moments later by Officer Steve Thomas.  Robert White was 
charged with burglary.  Great work by the citizen and Officers!   
 
04/05 – A citizen responded to Police Headquarters to advise that he had been 
robbed at 400 N. 1st Street.  He was able to take Officer Paul Gaines to the 
suspect and an apprehension was made.  Wesley Bellamy denied committing 
the robbery but made several statements to Officer Gaines that tied him to the 
crime.  Great investigation!   
 
04/17 – Officer Aaron Henning was on a walking assignment at 2nd & Broad.  
He observed a guy driving slowly and blowing his horn.  Officer Henning 
initiated a traffic stop (asked him to pull over) and immediately smelled 
marijuana coming from the car.  Gerald Vest gave the Officer consent to 
search the car and was then charged with the marijuana found inside.  413 
Officers have done a great job during their walking assignments this month!     
 
04/21 – Citizen advised that she was shot at by a known person as she pumped 
gas at the Hess Lot at approximately 2:30 AM.  She reported that Sandra 
Robinson fired several shots at her and then left.  The victim was in the NY 
Fried Chicken Lot when the suspect returned and fired 7-8 more shots.  A 
crowd gathered and another male started firing off shots.  Officer Tameka 
Owens obtained a felony warrant for Sandra Robinson and she has been 
arrested.  Hopefully this will stop some of the violence we have seen in that 
area.   
 
04/04 & 04/30 – On April 30th 2 citizens reported that they were robbed by the 
same individual – one on the 4th at 100 W. Grace St. and one on the 30th at 200 
N. Foushee.  As Officer Scott Land and Detective Mike Alston spoke to the 
victims – the suspect drove by.  The victims identified Danny Gayles as the 
person who robbed them and he was charged with both offenses.  Perfect 
timing!!
