Once again we had a great month in Sector 413!!  We achieved a 25% 
decrease in violent crime, a 13% decrease in property crime and overall 
a 15% decrease in major crime.  Thanks so much for all of your 
assistance.  We cannot do this alone and are always very thankful for 
the valuable information that you provide to RPD!!   

Even with the significant decrease in violent crime – we still saw an 
increase in individual robberies.  In August of 2007 we had 7 
robberies; in August of 2008 we had 10.  We have made arrests on 5 of 
those robberies – the other 5 are still under investigation.  Please see 
the crime tips on page 2 for information on how you can better protect 
yourselves.

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Crime Watch Tips 

You have seen these tips before but please read them again and pass 
them on to your family and friends. 

 

When on foot: 

·  Choose busy streets and avoid going through vacant lots, alleys, or other 
deserted areas.   

·  Try not to walk or job alone.  Take neighbors and friends along for 
company.   

·  Get to know the neighborhoods and neighbors where you live and work.  
·  Carry your purse close to your body, and keep a firm grip on it.   

If you are attacked: 

·  Do not panic 
·  Consider screaming, making noise, and shouting.  This may startle the 

attacker and enable you to break his hold.   

Not all criminals carry weapons, but many do.  If confronted by a weapon: 

·  Remain calm, avoid sudden moves. 
·  Avoid arguing and be cooperative. 
·  Follow your instincts.  Each situation is unique.   

Phone the Police immediately!!! 

·  Remember description:  height, weight, age, race, clothing, and car.   

Train your Brain – Have a plan.  Your must train your brain on how to react 
in an attack situation, otherwise you may draw a blank and resort to panic.  
You cannot help yourself if you are not thinking clearly.  Do not wait until 
something happens before you decide how you are going to deal with a 
situation.  Everyone’s plan will be different because everyone has different 
capabilities and limitations.  Remember that your plan may have to be 
modified depending on the situation.   

 
 
 



 

   What’s going on in your neighborhood? 
 

Jackson Ward 
August was a really bad month for Jackson Ward.  Overall we seen a 91% increase 
in Major Crimes in your neighborhood.  We evened out in violent crimes but had a 
137% increase in property crimes – meaning that we had 19 property crimes 
compared to the 8 property crimes we had in August 2007.  The biggest problems 
in the area were thefts from cars and thefts from bikes from storage buildings.  
Please ensure that you are locking your cars and not leaving your valuables inside 
and please make sure that your storage buildings are secure.  If you share storage 
space – please consider storing your valuables inside your residence instead.    We 
also had 3 robberies in Jackson Ward.  2 were cleared by arrest and the 3rd occurred 
at 300 N. Henry on 8/10 at approx. 3:29 am.  According to witnesses, the 2 
suspects, both black males, fled in a red 2 door Pontiac.   
 
Oregon Hill 
Statistically speaking, August was a really good month for Oregon Hill.  Overall we 
seen a 66% decrease in Major Crimes in your neighborhood.  During the month we 
had only 3 crimes, one was the theft of a moped and unfortunately 2 were robberies.   
The first robbery occurred at 200 S. Cherry on 8/4 at approx. 12:58 am.  2 black 
males displayed a revolver, robbed the victim and possibly fled in a dark red older 
model Buick.  The second robbery occurred at 335 S. Cherry St. on 8/28 at 
approximately 9:08 pm.  2 black males displayed a small black handgun with a 
silver tip and attempted to rob the victim.  The victim was smacked but fortunately 
he did not sustain any serious injuries.   

 
Monroe Ward 
Monroe Ward also had a good month with an overall decrease in Major Crimes of 
32%.  63% of the crime in Monroe Ward this month was thefts from cars.  All of 
those crimes could have been prevented if valuables were not left inside the cars 
and the cars were locked.  I cannot stress enough the importance of taking your 
valuables inside with you.  Your IPods and GPSs proved to be very valuable to the 
criminal element this month.

Significant Arrests 
 
 

8/5 – Officer Robert Kleinholz was flagged down by the victim of a robbery that 
had just occurred at 00 E. Grace.  The suspect had fled on foot.  Officer Kleinholz 
gave chase and was able to apprehend Douglas Johnson at 5th and Main Streets.  
Thanks to the victim and witness – we were able to quickly identify and remove 
this individual from our streets before he could strike again.  Great work!!  
 
8/16 – Officer Robert Langston was flagged down by a witness who pointed him 
toward an in-progress robbery at 113 E. Grace.  The Officer approached the area 
and the suspect began to run.  The Officer gave chase and apprehended Carl Harris 
at 2nd and Grace.  Mr. Harris gave a full confession.  Thanks so much to the 
witness!!  Without his help – the suspect would have been long gone before we ever 
knew about the robbery!!  Great work!!   
 
8/21 – 4 juveniles had gone on a two day robbery spree – terrorizing the Carver 
Neighborhood and moving to Jackson Ward.  We quickly determined that these 
juveniles seemed to be headed toward the Gilpin area after the robberies.  We had 
Officers circling Jackson Ward and when they struck for the 3rd time on the 21st in 
less than an hour – our Focus Mission Team, with the assistance of RRHA Police, 
were quickly able to apprehend 2 of the 3.  By the end of the night, all four 
individuals were identified and apprehended.  FANTASTIC work by all Officers 
and Detectives involved!!!   
 
8/30 – Officer Kenneth Coleman was flagged down by the victim of an attempt 
robbery that had just occurred at 700 Chamberlayne Pkwy.  The officer was able to 
quickly locate and apprehend Thomas Allen and Allen Hector.   A witness stated 
that these same two individuals had just attempted to rob another male who never 
reported his incident to the Police.  Fortunately Officer Coleman was in the right 
place at the right time before the suspects were able to strike again!!  Great job!!
